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Snow Sharks Go Scalloping

Saturday July23, 2011
Scalloping 9:00AM

Party will start at 3:00

Bring a dish if you wish. 

Boats can easily leave from Homosassa Riverside Resort, Bayport, or the Hernando Beach ramps.

Scallops must be landed north of the Hernando/Pasco county line.

A salt water-fishing license is required. The boat captain will get a ticket if you do not have one

Pick up at Wal-Mart, Bill Jackson’s or on line at http://www.myfwc.com. Limits are 2 gallons whole (1 pint meat) per person, 10 gallons whole (1/2 gallon meat) per boat.

Boat must display a large diver’s flag. There will be marine patrol in the area marked and unmarked.

The Homosassa outer marker is approximately 28 deg., 43.53 min. and -82 deg., 46.0 min.

Historically, the best scalloping will be in the vicinity approximately 2.5 miles north of this marker. Scallops are also in the near shore waters on a line from Hernando Beach to Crystal river through this marker.

If you want contact the leader’s boat (Holly and Ron, which hopefully will be in the best scallop spot), 
it is the “Lady in Red” and will guard VHF ch. 16.

Contact Holly (352) 597-0773 or (727) 480-8193 if you have a boat and can take extra divers or need a ride. She will attempt to set you up on a boat that has room.

Equipment: 1) mask, fins and snorkel (water depth is mostly 3 to 10 ft in the area). 2) net style goody bag and gloves 3) Two five (5) gallon buckets or equivalent per boat. Scallops should be kept cool, not in water, or in direct contact with ice for easier shucking and quality of meat.

A shucking party and cookout will be held at Holly and Ron’s house in Hernando Beach.

Address is 3220 Gulfview Dr, 0.8 miles west of Shoal Line Blvd., a brown stilt house on the south side of street.

 We have limited boat parking on the canal. Floating dock and rafting off. There is boat parking at the Hernando Beach ramp. When you come in, call the house and make arrangements to have somebody pick you up. Timing for the party start will be determined by how soon you start to catch scallops, your ability to catch your limit, and how soon we can get you back to Hernando Beach.  

It is important to get an early morning start and get off the water and back before the thunder boomers start.

There is small boat water on a line from the HB outer marker to Homosassa outer marker. There are rocks 0.3 mile inshore of this line at 28 deg 34.3 min. Consult “Waterproof Chart 5F” which is available at most marine/fish stores.
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By boat from the channel
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From the south follow purple line in picture from US 19 and CR 595 (at Spring Hill Dr.).

Coming from the north, head west on CR 550 (the western end of SR 50 at US 19) and turn left when you see signs to Hernando Beach and Aripka. Continue to Exxon station and turn right one block onto Gulfview Dr.

From Bayport.Park, head east on CR 550, turn right at sign to Hernando Beach and Aripka
